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DAY/DATE adjustments

IMPORTANT:  Prior to setting the calendar discs, the hour hand MUST be positioned AFTER hour marker 
4 and BEFORE hour marker 9.  Failing to do so will cause irreparable damage to the clock movement.

The day and date indicators are set at the rear of the clock, using overlapping black and white discs.  
	 1.	 Turn the upper, black DATE disc to the day BEFORE the current date.
	 2.	 Turn the lower, white DAY OF WEEK disc to the day BEFORE the current day of week.
	 3.	 Advance the hour and minute hands to the current time by turning the TIME DIAL in a 	
		  CLOCKWISE direction past 2 o’clock.  The Day and Date indicators on the front of the clock will 
		  now display the current day and date. 
	 4.	 Set the current time by turning the TIME DIAL in a CLOCKWISE direction.  The default time of 
		  day is AM, therefore, if the current time is after noon, you will need to move the clock hands 
		  through the AM hours before setting the correct PM time.
